- Clearly mark the presenting author (e.g., with an asterisk *).

5. General Guidelines
- Maximum length: 300 words (abstract body only).
- Write in clear, formal scientific English.
- Use past tense for Methods and Results.
- Avoid citations, tables, and figures.
- Define abbreviations at first mention.
- Ensure logical flow and precision.
